Alcohol Use: Youth

2004 PNA Youth Alcohol Use in the Last Month
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This chart compares
Eaton County (three
districts reporting)
youth’s reported use
of alcohol in the past
month, with youth
across the Mid-South
Region.

More than half of the
Eaton County twelfth

graders sampled
report using alcohol
in the past month.

Eaton County also
pulls ahead in binge
drinking rates, a
particularly dangerous
drinking practice.

Notice the large
difference in binge
drinking in sixth
graders.

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2004 PNA Youth Use of Cigarettes, Lifetime
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Tobacco Use: Youth

By twelfth grade,
more than half of
Eaton County youth
have used cigarettes
in their lifetime.  The
trend is similar to the
region as a whole.

Marijuana Use: Youth

There are more current
marijuana users (especially
in 12th grade) in the Eaton
County sample than are

reported across the region.

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2004 Youth Marijuana Use in Last Month
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Eaton County youth pull far ahead
of the Mid-South Region in

Lifetime Marijuana Use.  More
youth are trying marijuana at an
earlier age in Eaton County than

across the region.
