Meeting Minutes

Barry County Meeting:
Frontline worker training:  Polly shared that Barry County did a frontline worker
training on Drug Endangered Children. They reviewed how to make a report to
CPS and what the procedure generally is once DHS is involved. They had a
supervisor from CPS facilitate the training. Jeanne suggested we pass this idea
on to the Frontline worker planning committee to consider for next year.

Articles: one of our goals is to write a couple of press releases related to Meth.
We decided it would be good to write the articles and release them around the
time of the law enforcement training and to see if we can get some media
coverage for the event. Polly will facilitate the press releases.

Law Enforcement Training: Polly provided update on the progress of the planning
for the Law Enforcement training. It is scheduled for April 30th  . It will be held at
the Community Room at Charlotte City Hall. There will be two sessions during
the day.  One from 8:30-Noon and one from 1:00 -4:30 p.m. Each speaker, Lt.
Tim Gill, Det. Lt., Tony Saucedo, and a representative from Community Mental
Health will have about an hour of presentation each session with a few minutes
for questions. WeÕll provide officers with a laminated resource guide for
community services related to substance abuse and mental health. Jeanne
suggested we put ECSSAG information and website on the guide.

Best Practices: Polly shared the research she did on best practices for
awareness and enforcement of methamphetamine.  We reviewed two
documents: Best Practices in Methamphetamine Prevention: Repackaging What
We Already Know from Prevention Forum (www.prevention.org) and Clandestine
Methamphetamine Labs 2nd Edition:  Problem-Oriented Guides for  Police Series
#16 from U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Community Oriented Policing
Services. Jeanne suggested we include that in the handouts for the Law
Enforcement training.
